	In the play Much Ado About Nothing by William Shakespeare, ………….


	Claim Discussion
	What should you write about in your claim discussion?

Answer: think about what questions a reader might have about your claim. 
For example, in the claim above, the reader might ask himself:

1. What are the characteristics of good warrior? 
2. What are the signs that Claudio is a bad lover?
3. Why does being a good warrior make someone a bad lover?

What events in the play take place, because the Claudio is bad at “loving?”

	Evidence 

You need to find three pieces of evidence from Night that support your claim.

	To get ready to write about your evidence, make sure that you can “answer” these four questions:

1. Who is speaking?

2. What is the context?
(To whom is the speaker speaking? Where? Who else is listening? What has just happened in the story or will soon happen?
3. Restate the evidence in your own words.

4. Identify the key word and explain why it is significant or how this word creates meaning.


	You need to “do” three “things” with this piece of evidence. 
You need to:

1. introduce it
Provide context for this piece of evidence.
What is going on at this moment in the story?
Use an introductory phrase (i.e., “Beatrice angrily demands,” or “Leonato actually argues” or “Claudio very brutally says,” ). 
Who is saying these words? How is the speaker saying them? 

2. insert it
Copy it out; cite the page number properly.

3. discuss it
Restate the evidence in your own words.
What is the speaker or narrator trying to say or explain?
Focus on a key word.
What is the most important word in the piece of evidence? Why?
Connect the evidence to the claim.
How does this piece of evidence prove that your claim is true?
What does it show?
