The proposal is completed with your mentor.  Provide answers as a bulleted or numbered list. The proposal is like a contract. As with any other contract, the details matter. The main reason that students have to resubmit their proposals is because they weren’t specific enough.

 Product Description

Pick-up your product description from Phase 1 and refine it with your mentor

 Action Plan

Your action plan should indicate all steps, activities, deadlines, and meeting dates necessary for a timely completion of your project. You will create target deadlines and readjust your action plan as necessary. Your steps should be specific and measurable.

 Grading Guide

Using your mentor’s expertise create three or more criteria for grading your project. When applicable provide industry standards. Provide enough guidance so that a person with no background in your topic can evaluate your project. Write precise & measurable criteria.

• Precise — vague words (good, professional, stuff, etc) require clarification. For example: “Paint professionally” requires more detail. Describe what “professionally” would look like.  Revised: Paint with undetectable patching & prep work, two coats, even color, no splatters, and crisp edges.
• Measurable — (quantity, duration, size, level, etc) For example: “Memorize & perform songs” needs measurements. Describe how many songs, difficulty level, and duration. Revised: Memorize & perform three, intermediate level, two-minute, country-western songs.
