	Economic theory that operated from the assumption that the woes of the American economy were largely the result of excessive taxation.
	It seriously damaged the reputation of this administration when it was revealed that the U.S. used the money from the sale of arms to Iran to aid the Contras in Nicaragua.
	Under this landmark Supreme Court ruling of 1973, under the constitutionally guaranteed “right to privacy,” all state laws prohibiting abortion were invalid.
	By forging an issue-based coalition with congressional Republicans, Bill Clinton was able to reduce this to its lowest point in 30 years.

	Two treaties that showed political support for promoting free trade and open markets.
	American actions in the settlement of the Yom Kippur War of 1973 resulted in this action by Arab nations.
	The most striking change in the immigration patterns of the 1970s and 1980s was the growing increase in the numbers of these two ethnic groups.
	President Carter’s diplomatic efforts in relieving tensions between Egypt and Israel resulted in this.

	In response to the Iranian hostage crisis, President Carter took this action.
	 In the late 1980s and early 1990s, the dominant factor in foreign affairs was this.
	The “Stonewall Riot” in New York City in 1969 was significant because it marked the beginning of this movement.
	The two greatest successes of Bill Clinton’s first two terms in office were in these areas.

	In the presidential election of 2000, the vote count was ultimately decided by this group.
	The Warren Commission reviewed the Kennedy assassination and concluded this.
	One of Pres. George W. Bush’s first moves as president was to push for this.
	Massive racial unrest & rioting occurred in American cities in 1968 as a result of his assassination.
