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Section Objective: To understand the nonlegislative powers of the Congress

B. Electoral Duties

1. The House may be called onto to elect a President if no candidate receives a majority of electoral votes. 

C. Impeachment

1. The House has sole power to vote articles of impeachment, or removal, of the President, Vice President, and all other civil officers of the United States.

D. Executive Powers

1. The Senate must confirm all major appointments made by the President.

E. Investigatory Power

1. Congress holds the power to investigate matters related to its legislative powers.

2. Congress may choose to conduct an investigation for five reasons.

· To gather information useful to Congress

· To focus public attention on an issue

· To promote the interests of some members of Congress
