Assignment Overview:

The goals of the network assignment are to:

-take a more in-depth look at important political and social figures and/or military engagements which were briefly covered during class and/or assigned text readings

-develop critical thinking and writing skills by organizing a sound argument with relevant factual support

-create an effective study guide that will be used for end of the year test preparation
Each student will be expected to complete a War Summary and Assessment chart for all individually listed military engagements, a Presidential Assessment chart for all individually listed Presidents, and an Important Leader Assessment chart for all individually listed individuals.
The grade for this assignment is (250 points(estimated)) and it will be based on the thoroughness of your historical information and the quality of the materials provided.  Most importantly, students will be expected to establish a thesis explaining how the given topic impacted the development of the country.  Information to complete this assignment can be found in your class text as well as in reliable secondary resources (Wikipedia does not count).

2) the assignment is to be HANDWRITTEN (black or blue ink only); college ruled paper only
3) the thesis statement is the only complete sentence that should appear on your individual study charts; all subsequent information should be in bullet or outline format; long winded paragraphs will receive no credit

War Summary & Assessment

The War Summary & Assessment chart is designed to review key information regarding significant military actions in American history and to evaluate the importance of the war in shaping the country.  Your thesis must address the impact the war had on the development of the country.

The following is the standard chart format for the War Summary and Assessment.  Please adhere to the specified format.  Explanatory notes have been included to indicate the specific type of information that should be included in the chart.  While you should strive to be as thorough as possible, if a particular category does not have direct relevance to your topic, it may be omitted.  
War (name of war)

Dates (start and end dates)

Thesis (Identify how the war impacted the development of the country)

Opponent

Causes (background events which contributed to the development of this conflict)

Spark (the singular event which is seen as the starting point of American involvement in this conflict)

America’s Strategies (methods/military tactics (successful or not) used by America to gain the upper-hand in the War (You may want to reference specific battles which demonstrate such strategies)

Opponent’s Strategies (methods/military tactics (successful or not) used by the “enemy” to gain the upper-hand in this war

Key Battles (turning point battles which change the course of the war either positively or negatively (be sure to include brief details to explain why)

Heroes (individuals who played key roles in America’s efforts (be sure to explain why)

Casualties (number of American battle deaths​)

Cost (financial expenditures for this war)

Treaty Stipulations (identify the treaty and the results of the war, as stipulated in the treaty that concluded the conflict
