· When first presented with the rules, did you instinctively follow them or rebel? What motivated you to follow or rebel against the rules? Did you question the rules' purpose and authority? Why or why not?

· Was self-preservation a priority?  To what extent?  What were you willing to sacrifice in order to remain either an anonymous Thought Police or infraction-free Outer Party Member? 
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
