Chapter 4:  Culture Observation Project

For this assignment, you’ll observe the cultural landscape of one part of a community.  You can choose a location, or an event that represents popular culture or folk culture.  You’ll need to use all five of your senses to study a particular place/event and report on your observations.

Objectives:  First, prepare a plan of your objectives.  Where will you be going?  What are you planning to observe?  How will you record your observations?

Observations:  Go to the location or event you selected for your observation and spend some time there.  Your power point presentation should include detailed observations of the site and situation characteristics of your location or event.

Results:  Present the results of your observations in a 5 slide power point presentation, DVD, Blog, or video.  Include your answers to the following key issues in the power point presentation, DVD, Blog, or video.

1. Where did your folk or popular culture originate and diffuse?

2. Why is your folk culture clustered?

3. Why or how your popular culture is widely distributed?
4. Does the globalization of your popular culture or the diffusion of your folk culture cause problems?
