6. What is the purpose of this chapter? Why is it important for the reader to understand that Atticus Finch is a deadly shot with a shotgun or a rifle? Why is it important for the reader to see Atticus so calmly and bravely kill the rabid dog? What does it let the reader know about him?

7. Why does Atticus force Jem to read to Mrs. Dubose? 

Reflection: Atticus has been assigned a case by Judge John Taylor. Atticus has been asked to defend who Tom Robinson who has been accused of raping Mayella Ewell by her father, Mr. Ewell. Atticus knows that he will lose the case. Scout starts to ask Atticus why he took the case if he knew he was going to lose. Atticus says, “’Simply because we were licked a hundred years before we started is no reason for us not to try to win’” (101).

What does Atticus mean?

“’Shoot all the bluejays you want, if you can hit’em, but remember it’s a sin to kill a mockingbird’” (119).

It’s when you know you’re licked before you begin but you begin anyway and you see it through no matter what’” (149).
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
