2. Describe the mood created in the sonnet “When I Have Fears that I May Cease to Be.” What images and words create this mood?
3. What concerns does the speaker have in this poem? Give at least two and support by citing directly from the poem:
4. Describe the mood created in “Bright Star, Would I Were Steadfast as Thou Art.”

5. In what ways does the speaker wish he were like the star? In what ways does he not?

6. Read “La Belle Dame Sans Merci” and the footnotes to it. What kind of story does this poem tell? What kind of mood does it create? What kind of love does it portray?
