Presentation/MLA – The final product was presented in a neat, eye-catching manner. The cover page demonstrated creativity, and all pages were stapled together in the correct order. The table of contents lists all portfolio items in the order they appear. The memoir is double spaced and uses an acceptable 12 point font. The heading is in the top, left-hand corner, and the author’s last name and page number is listed at the top, right-hand corner of each page. 
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Organization – The student found an effective way to organize his/her memoir in a way that guided the reader smoothly from one scene to another. There were no “gaps” in information. 
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Themes – The student’s memoir was successful at opening a window into his or her life, contained important themes, and demonstrated sensitivity and awareness to “larger issues” framing his or her life. 
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Language – The student demonstrates his or her ability to apply craft skills learned during writing workshop lessons throughout the memoir; there is a fair balance between showing and telling. 
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Revising – The student’s memoir shows evidence of significant improvements from the first draft to the final draft. 
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Editing/Mechanics – The final memoir contains few grammatical errors, few errors in 

spelling, and contains few errors in sentence structure.
