UNIT 9: Nation Building in the Contemporary World
Standards 10.10 & 10.11
Standard 10.10: Students analyze instances of nation-building in the contemporary world in at least two of the following regions or countries: the Middle East, Africa, Mexico and other parts of Latin America, and China.
1. Understand the challenges in the regions, including their geopolitical, cultural, military, and economic significance and the international relationships in which they are involved.

2. Describe the recent history of the regions, including political divisions and systems, key leaders, religious issues, natural features, resources, and population patterns.
3. Discuss the important trends in the region today and whether they appear to serve the cause of individual freedom and democracy.
Standard 10.11 Students analyze the integration of countries into the world economy and the information, technological, and communications revolutions (e.g., television, satellites and computers).
Essential Questions:
1. What are the current challenges and trends faced by the newly independent nations?

2. How are the newly independent nations integrating into the current economic and technological revolutions?

Essential Vocabulary Terms:
1. apartheid: A South African policy of complete legal separation of the races, including the banning of all social contracts between blacks and whites.

2. Autonomy: when a nation is self-governing 

3. democratization: the act of a nation promoting the people’s interests

4. developing world/ “third world”: – those nations of the world in which the process of industrialization is not yet complete. These are the poorest nations in the world.
5. intolerance: unwilling to grant or share social, political, or professional rights
6. segregation: the legal or social separation of people of different races

7. xenophobia: fear and hatred of strangers or foreigners or of anything that is strange or foreign
8. ethnic cleansing: a policy of murder and other acts of brutality by which Serbs hoped to eliminate Bosnia’s Muslim population after the breakup of Yugoslavia.

9. international commerce: Internationally exchanging or buying and selling of commodities on a large scale involving transportation from place to place.
10. trade bloc: A combination of persons, groups, or nations forming a unit with a common interest or purpose usually through trade.
