PetertheGreat/Russian ruler who wanted to westernize Russia

Principia/Newton’s book that explained the natural forces at work in the universe

Anglican/church created by Henry VIII which kept the same doctrines as the Catholic Church

DefenestrationofPrague/event that triggered the first phase of the Thirty Years’ War
Counciloftrent/meeting of Catholic clergy to reform institutional abuses in the Catholic Church

CharlesI/this king attacked Puritan leaders, leading to the English Civil War
Bacon/scientist that contributed inductive reasoning to the scientific method 

Chartists/group of people who advocated an increase of male suffrage

Bousset/supported divine right of monarchs

Smallpox/through advancements in medicine, this disease was controlled by the early 1800s

Baltics/Mediterranean region developed by Peter the Great
Treatyofutrecht/this peace agreement ended the expansion of Louis XIV

Voltaire/enlightenment thinker that influenced Frederick the Great of Prussia
Catherinethegreat/ruler that gained the most territory for Russia

Liberiumveto/unanimous voting system in Poland that weakened its ability to retain its strength
England/European nation that sent the most settlers to the Americas
Adamsmith/father of capitalism who believed in individual entrepreneurship and a free market society
