You have chosen to be a member of IB Film. Because of this, you take upon yourself many new responsibilities. Please read the following carefully. Sign the contract and have one of your parents sign the contract as well.

I understand that:

1. Being in IB Film is like having a part-time job. I must produce quality work on time to get a good grade. Deadlines that are not met can impact others in the class. Not meeting deadlines also causes extra work for the advisor, group director, and other team members.

2. I am expected to budget my time in order to meet my deadlines. However, I understand that occasionally I may be required to on Saturdays, an/or on holidays. 

3. If I am absent on a deadline day, I will call to inform the advisor and send my work to school via Google Drive.

4. Being on a IB Film team means you are committing to your team for 1 year (SL), and 2 years (HL). What I do- my actions, speech, and attitude, significantly affects the other team members. I agree to treat other team members with respect and courtesy, and to contribute positively and productively in all aspects of my work/behavior. I understand I may not change teams without first consulting Mr. Landinguin. 
5. I am expected to take good care of the editing equipment as well as cameras, and computers. This means that I will not eat or drink anything near this equipment.

6. I will not:

a. Introduce any “foreign” data cards into the system.

b. Tamper with control panels or cameras or equipment.

c. Use the Internet, computers or printers for personal work.

d. Leave a mess in the studio or production room.

7. If I check out one of the video cameras or digital cameras owned by the school or Mr. Landinguin, I will take good care of it and make sure it is secure at all times. I will be held responsible for replacing the camera if anything happens to it while it is in my possession.

8. While on a film production assignment, I will act appropriately and responsibly at all times. I am expected to abide by all normal school rules and expectations anytime I am involved in film production activities on or off campus.
9. I will never abuse the privilege of being on IB Film by telling my parent(s) I MUST attend a film shooting. I will always be honest about my whereabouts to Mr. Landinguin and my parents because I can be trusted and know that they are concerned about my safety. 
10. I understand my projects may not be used or shown due to content/appropriateness, and may impact my grade.
