DIRECTIONS:

2) Label all four sides (see below)

MANDATORY: 

· Themes – Two of Shakespeare’s messages to readers + how it relates to your life.

· Quotes – Two significant lines, quoted properly, with your interpretations

· Icons: Draw and thoroughly explain how two icons relate.

OPTIONAL (Choose 1+)
· Symbols – Draw 2 symbols and explain how they relate to one character.  

· Conflicts: external (person vs. person, person vs. society, person vs. nature, person vs. God)


  - internal: person vs. self (head vs. heart, etc.)

· Foreshadowing – 2 pictures and explain how it hints later action
· Poetic Devices – 2 examples of poetry terms + 
· Irony – 2 examples of dramatic, situational or verbal
