Choose from one of the choices below.  You can only choose ONE extra credit assignment. Each choice is worth 15 points.

Choice 1: School Musical Review


             DUE: Friday, April 2, 2010

Watch the school spring musical, Seussical. Write a 1 ½ to 2 page review on the play, beginning with a BRIEF summary and then noting things such as the portrayal of characters, the costumes, the set design, musical numbers, and any other aspects worth discussing. Typed and double-spaced.


Include your ticket stub with the DRAMA PERFORMANCE stamp at the END of the play.  Staple your ticket stub to your review.
Choice 2: Board Game



           DUE: Friday, April 23, 2010
Create a board game based on the novel, Bless Me Ultima. The game should include questions and answers of some sort based on the information in the novel and any supplementary material you were assigned along with the book. Include rules for your game (typed) and all playing pieces necessary to play the board game. Pieces do not have to be purchased. (e.g. dice can be made out of paper.)

Choice 3: Multicultural Interview and Experience          DUE: Friday, April 23, 2010

Because the curriculum in English 4 dictates that we focus on British literature (with the exception of Bless Me Ultima), here is a chance for you to continue to gain a more multicultural perspective. 


Choose an ethnic group, nationality, culture, or religion that is very different from your own and that which you are unfamiliar with. Find an individual of that subgroup and conduct an interview with prepared questions (15-20) with the purpose of you learning and discovering more about that person’s culture. Record your interview on paper. 


Then, attend an event, visit a place, or participate in a function that is part of the culture of the person you interviewed. Write about that experience. Describe what it was, what you experienced and what you learned from the experience. This should be at least one page. Please type all work.
