Subjunctive with “ojalá”, hopes and wishes
In English you say I hope that or hopefully  . . . to express hopes or wishes.  Verbs that follow such expressions of hope do not require a special verb form.  In Spanish they do, and it is called the 
present subjunctive.
One way to express a hope or a wish is to use the phrase

Ojalá que . . . with the present subjunctive.
	How do I FORM the subjunctive tense? 

remember how you formed most of the commands.  It is very similar.

1. take the “yo” form of the present tense

2. drop the “o”

3. add the opposite endings
	When do I use the subjunctive tense?

If you have a sentence that starts with the verbs below, the SECOND verb will be in the subjunctive.

Ojalá (que) = Hopefully   Ojalá que vayan

Querer que = to want for   Quiero que cantes
Esperar que = to hope that  Esperas que yo gane.

Use the infinitvea and omit a”que” if there is no change of subject
