For Thanksgiving Break, you will need to read through Act III of Hamlet. We will be reviewing the entire act as soon as we return from break that Monday. Pay attention to the four soliloquies in Act III (pages 76-78, 99, 101-103, and 103-104).

While you read, respond to the following focus questions. You will need to write a half page for each focus question.

1. Looking at the last two soliloquies spoken by Hamlet and King Claudius, consider why Hamlet decides to refrain from killing his uncle? What do you think his reasons are?

2. How does Hamlet’s rash action in killing Polonius in scene 4, line 25 (page 105) affect the rest of the play? Is his “fate sealed” from then on?
