Adjective Phrase Opener

· A phrase (group of words) that acts as an adjective

· Does not have a subject and a verb (therefore is not a clause)

· Usually includes an adjective followed by a prepositional phrase

EXAMPLES:

Sad about the death of her bird, she didn't go to school.

Angry about their behavior, the mother sent her children to their room.

Unpleasant in his behavior and messy in his appearance, no one would sit with him.

Happy with the decision, she felt a great burden lifted from her.

Sick with fear, he called the police.
