Test Corrections Standards:

When doing test corrections, it is important that you demonstrate that you understand the correct answer.  Simply identifying the correct answer is insufficient.  Therefore, you must fully explain the correct answer in your correction, in addition to clearly identifying the answer (using complete sentences).
For the poetry test, this means that you will identify and explain the correct answer AND give an example of that term.  You may NOT use the examples that are written in the poetry packet.  You may NOT copy from other students.  
If you complete the test corrections, you will be given ½ credit for each corrected answer. No credit will be given for incorrect or incomplete responses (you must correct all wrong answers completely in order to earn credit).
Example: The poetry test had 35 questions and was worth 50 points.  If you answered 15 answers correctly when you first took the test, you earned 42%.  If you follow the instructions completely, and correct the 20 questions you missed, you will increase your grade to 71%.  
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
