1. Commutative property- You can change the order of the factors but still get the same product
a. Example: 1 X 32 X 54 = 32 X 54 X 1
2. Associative property- You can change the grouping of the factors and still get the same product
a. Example: (2 X 3) X 6 = 2 X (3 X 6)
3. Identity property- Any factor multiplied by 1 will still give you a product of the factor being multiplied
a. Example: 563 X 1 = 563
4. Zero property- any factor multiplied by zero will still give you a product of zero
a. Example: 267 X 0= 0
