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Chapter Summary
Along the borders of China, three distinct cultures developed:  Korea, Japan and Vietnam.  These cultures were agricultural – similar to China – and heavily influenced by their much larger neighbor.  All three adopted aspects of Chinese culture but adapted them to suit their needs.  The Chinese use of meritocracy through the civil service examination was not adopted by these cultures, as it ran counter to their aristocratic traditions.  Each of these three civilizations copied from the Chinese while trying to preserve their independence.  Korea served as a tributary state to China while trying to maintain a separate identity.  China ruled Vietnam for one thousand years and heavily influenced the development of Vietnamese culture.  Only Japan maintained its political and cultural independence.
