Final Project – AP COMP GOV

As you pull together what you have learned in this AP Comp Gov course during the past semester, you will develop an exhibition of learning.  This assignment is worth 50 points.   

Topic Areas:

International issues/problems

Country profiles

People in politics
All Exhibitions must include:

· Examples of concepts in government and politics

· Cited information from news articles and textbooks (minimum 3 resources)

· Information supporting what you have learned

· Quality written evidence of work (e.g. outline, script, paper)

The information will be put together and displayed in one of the following formats, your choice:

CHOICE DETAILS

Cartoon Analysis

Select a country or an international issue/problem and find a minimum of 5 political cartoons. Complete an analysis for each cartoon that includes a description of the cartoon, important people, dates, or events depicted, and significant words or phrases.  Include an analysis that explains the topic of the cartoon and clarifies the meaning or message. Min. 7 pages ( must include at least 5 cartoons on a country or international issue) Must include an introduction and a conclusion explaining what you learned.




Written Report


Standard essay format on an international issue or a country study. Cannot be on a country already covered in class.  Focus of this paper is on government and politics (use the matrix format to organize your essay if it is a country study) Paper should be approximately 3 pages and absolutely no more than 5.  Preferably typed. 

Video


5 - 10 minutes long. Video must be focused on comparative government concepts.  Can include re-enactments, skits, interviews.  Concepts must be clear.  Written submission can be an outline, script, or storyboard on the presentation. Creativity is encouraged. May be done in a small group with no more than 4 people.

Oral Presentation 


Very similar to the video or written paper except presented live with visuals and/or audio taped interviews.  Visuals are required and the oral presentation cannot be read from a written paper. Oral presentation cannot be more than 5-10 minutes long. Written submission will include an outline of the presentation.
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
