Everything but the Kitchen Sink
Your assignment over the break is to review the major concepts we have studied so far; hence, “the whole kitchen sink.”
1. Read Franz Kafka’s novella “The Metamorphosis” (Diyanni 393) and complete the following tasks:

a. Create a plot outline for the story. Don’t limit yourself to just defining where the story begins and where it finishes; focus on the ironic elements. 

b. Identify the primary protagonist and the primary antagonist, and look for the conflict that those characters have with each other and within themselves.
c. Look at the diction used to describe the locations/settings in the story; notice the word choice and the mood that it sets; then contrast/compare that to our understanding of the conflict in the story (or note that the setting is actually an extension of a character himself). 

d. Identify the POV of the story and explain how this affects the reader. Find a single quote that resonates the meaning of the text, and explain how that quote contributes to the reader’s attitude toward the character or the events.

e. Identify the elements of language and style that the author uses, and discuss his purpose for writing this way.  
f. Discuss the ways in which “The Metamorphosis” is a symbolic story. Focus on not only the individual symbols, but also the allegorical meaning for the work as a whole.
2. Read one poem from each of the following periods:
a. Classic

i. William Blake “The Garden of Love” 936

ii. William Shakespeare “Let me not to the Marriage of True Maids” 981

b. Modern

i. D.H. Lawrence “When I Read Shakespeare” 1018

ii. William Carlos Williams “The Young Housewife” 1037

c. Contemporary

i. Margaret Atwood “This is a Photograph of Me” 1047

ii. Eavan Boland
“Anorexic” 1051

iii. Raymond Carver “Photograph of My Father in His Twenty-second Year” 1055

3. Once you have read your poems, complete a TPCASTT for one poem, a DIDLS for another and a SOAPSTone for the final one. 

a. Now, you are not going to write an essay, but I do want you to write an outline for one of the poems above (note the format of the outline follows the format of the prompt).  Spend only 10 minutes on this outline.  
i. Write your outline using this as the prompt: 

1. Write an essay in which you discuss how the use of language in the poem determines the reader’s response to the situation
