ID1 – Artist Research Article part1
STUDENT INSTRUCTIONS
GOAL:
This the first part of a multi-part lesson.  The goal of this first part of the lesson is to expand the students awareness of the artist world by writing an article about an artist of their choice and a representative selection of that artist’s work.    

The article will be complied in InDesign and then combined with other students articles to create a small Artistic Review Journal or Magazine.      

PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES:
Upon successful completion of this lesson, student will
1. Have a greater awareness of more recent important artists. 

2. Be introduced to InDesign
3. Be introduced to the Layout process.
4. Have written an interesting, intelligent, article style report on an Artist.  

INSTRUCTIONS:
1. You need to select an Artist that has lived and produced in the last 200 years. 
2. You will then research that artist and select 3-5 defining examples of that artist’s work.
3. Write an article style review of the artist’s work. 
4. The article must include the following:
a. An Introduction
b. A brief Bio of the Artist
c. 1-2 paragraphs about what influenced the artists and their style.
d. 1-2 paragraphs about each of the pieces you select as defining examples of their work.
e. These examples must support and reflect your comments about the artists influences and style.  
f. A conclusion
g. Your conclusion should be supported by the rest of the paper.  AND…

h. Discuss the Impact of the Artist and their work. 
5. This article will then be laid out and composited in InDesign.  
6. You will set up a working folder for this project.
