English 3-4 Accelerated: Fall Semester Final Overview

Part 1: Objective Test

(100 points)

The first part of your final is an objective test of approximately 100 questions covering grammar (phrases), vocabulary, and literary terms. 

Part 2: Presentation/Performance

(80 points)

The second part of your final is a group presentation/performance. You can choose your own groups and they should be between 3-5 people. 

Instructions:
· First, identify a theme that has run through at least three of our readings from this semester (you may also draw on your outside readings). Briefly explain the theme you’ve identified and how it is conveyed in each text. Note that the theme/s you choose cannot be a single word like “fate” or “honor” but must be expressed as a fully articulated message about society and/or the human condition. 

· Next, choose a song, painting, film clip or other non-literary type of artwork that connects thematically to the readings and discussions we’ve had this semester and that reflects the theme you’ve chosen. Avoid really long film or song clips (5 minutes or longer).

· Include this artwork in your presentation, and describe how it conveys a similar message but, at the same time, how the difference in genre affects the expression of the theme. 

· Finally, create your own song, film, skit, or other type of performance that again expresses the same universal message.
· Time your presentation so that it is between 8 and 10 minutes, ideally not going over 10 minutes.
Grading:

· Content: Theme is expressed as a detailed and complex message in a complete sentence not a single word and does not rely on clichés or hackneyed expressions. How theme is conveyed in at least three readings, as well as additional artwork/performance, is explained in a thoughtful and clear manner. Ideas are synthesized logically and readings are evaluated in a “big picture” way, as conveying a universal idea about the world, humankind, or society. 

· Creativity: Visual aids or realia are used in all parts of the presentation to better convey the ideas. Artwork and performance are such that they enhance and add to our understandings of the readings.  

· Presentation: Presentation is memorized and well-coordinated so everyone knows their roles and the delivery is smooth. Good posture, diction, eye contact, and vocabulary are used. Anticipated possible misunderstandings or areas of confusion on the part of your audience are addressed.
