1. What does Antigone’s opening speech reveal about her feelings for her sister, Ismene?
2. Do you agree with Antigone or Ismene? Would you break the law to bury a loved one, or would you obey the law and leave the family member unburied?
3. How do the words and actions of Ismene in lines 70-85 help you understand Antigone’s character?
4. What is the connection between the parodos and Antigone and Ismene’s conversation?
5. What reference to fate does the Choragus make in the beginning of Scene 1? Why is this significant?
6. In his first words in the play Creon uses a metaphor. Explain. 
7. According to Creon, what deserves the highest loyalty? How do you feel about his principles?
8. Do you think Creon is justified in treating Polyneices’ corpse in this way? What is his motive?
9. What does the Sentry’s behavior suggest about Creon’s reputation?
10. What has the sentry discovered? How does this revelation heighten the tension in the play?
11. What kind of burial is given Polyneices?
12. What do you think of Creon’s reaction to the Choragus’s suggestion that the gods buried the body?
13. What does Creon assume about the motives of those who have disobeyed him?
14. What do you think might be Creon’s tragic flaw?
15. What do we know as the audience that the characters don’t know at this point in the action?
