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Beowulf Characterization Illustration
1. Choose either Beowulf or Grendel and write their name at the top of your paper in such a way that it reflects their character traits.  Use computer or construction paper and make sure to spell their names correctly!
2. Select three traits that describe Beowulf’s or Grendel’s character. Choose your own words and use adjectives—three different adjectives--and write these on your paper leaving room for the supporting evidence.
3. For each trait you picked, find supporting evidence in the text, and write down the passage in quotation marks. Make sure to blend the quotes if they are not complete sentences, and to use slashes to show where the lines break. Also, don’t forget a citation for each quotation in MLA format (no page numbers, just line numbers in parentheses, period following citation).
Example: Grendel is described as having been “spawned in … slime” (104).

4. Finally, draw an illustration of your character using markers, crayons, or colored pencils that you think reflects the traits passages you’ve picked. 
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 Note: you may trace your illustration in pencil first, but go over it in color. You are not being graded on your artistic talent. The point of the assignment is to practice using the text to support your description of character, to quote and cite poetry correctly, and to put effort into your artistic creation. Do your best and make sure to follow all the steps exactly and you will get full credit.
