WHAT’S ON THE FINAL?
There are 2 parts to the final (each is worth 50%).  

The final can raise or lower your grade by one grade (example: a “B” to an “A”, a “C” to a “D”)

PART I. The benchmark (January 26th, 27th, 28th)
· This is the “oral” part of the final which shows how well you can SPEAK Spanish.  You will be presenting in groups of two in front of the class*.  
· While students are presenting, the rest of the class will be watching and taking notes.  This is the LISTENING part of your final.
· The situation for the benchmark is a policeman/woman interviewing a witness to a robbery. You will receive further instructions later this week.
*If you do not want to present “live” the day of the final you may videotape your presentation.

These are the rules for videotaping the presentation:
1. You must provide your own DIGITAL video camera or check one out of the library. NOT a cell phone.
2. You must provide your own memory card.

3. You must videotape in front of Profe outside of class time (not during class)
4. You may NOT pause the taping at any point

5. Immediately after taping you will give your digital media card to Profe.  It will be downloaded onto the computer to make sure that the presentation was taped correctly (sound volume, image quality etc).
6. The videotaped presentation will be shown to the class on the day of the final.
