	Step 2
	· Important/Significant Person
Create a life-sized poster of your important/significant person.  Your poster should include the following:

· Quotes/Thoughts

· 4 quotations from or thoughts (quoted) about your person by another person.  Use quotation marks.  Ex.  “Non-cooperation with evil is as much a duty as is cooperation with good.”  Gandi

· Chronology/Timeline

· timeline detailing your person’s life must have at least 8 dates; must be in the format of a timeline in addition to a more detailed chronology
· Images (Pictures)

· Must include 6 images that picture the person and people or events significant to that person.

· Bullet Point Key Ideas/Facts

· Include 8 or more key ideas/facts about your important/significant person.  Must be different facts from timeline or expand information from timeline.  One fact or idea per bullet.
· Map

· Include 1 or more location of where your person is from or where event took place.  Map of country, state, or city can be used.

· Summary

· Include a 1 ½ page summary of your project.  Summary is to explain why this person is important.  Must have two different sources.
