	Found Poem Dialectical Journal and Group Poster
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You will be reading about the concentration camps established by Hitler's regime during World War II. It is a gruesome story; one that is not easy to read about. The cruelty seems senseless, but knowing the truth is important, according to Elie Wiesel, because that is the only way we can prevent something like this from happening again. 
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The Task
 Use the dialectical journal as a guide to respond to the various accounts and pictures relating to the Holocaust, then write a found poem in order to better understand and capture the feelings you have about what you've read. Then your group will create a poster using the best of your poems. 
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The Process:
1. Create a dialectical journal on a sheet of notebook paper:
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2. Read the articles “Understanding the Horror” and “Anatomy of the Holocaust” in class. As you read, select at least 10 quotations you find interesting, compelling, or perhaps even horrifying and copy them into your journal.
3. Then write a personal response of some kind to each of the quotations. Your response could explain what you are feeling or it could even be a question.
4. Choose at least eight of the quotes from your journal to create a found poem. A found poem is shaped from a collection of words or phrases found in one text. Create your found poem by stringing together these words and phrases into one cohesive poem.

5. Finally, your group will collaborate in order to create one found poem using at least 15 of the words, phrases, or quotes from your individual found poems. Your group poem will be written and decorated appropriately on poster paper.
