To The Attorney General of the United States of America, and to
All to Whem It May Concern:--

My Dear Siri:--
There is an orgenization within the boundaries of McCurtain County,

at Idabel, Oklahoma, and Eastern District of Oklahoms, known as the
WHITE CIRCLE, some four hundred strong and composed of white citizens
and officials of our county.

Their purpose is identical with that of the Klu Klux Klan of many
years ago. The negro must go.

There has only besn one g@emonstration of the White Circle here
since its organization, and that was on the night of Thursday,
February 24th, inst., when they tock from the sheriff and his
deputy, a negro, who had plead gullty of murder and whom the
Judge had sentenced to a life imprisonment, and shot and mangled him
to pieces.

I have been solicited as a member of the Circle, but have refused
because I am 8 citizen that belleves in law and order.

If you think the matter worthy of investigation and will send
a detective here I will take pleasure in putting him next to all
I know of the matter. I DO NOT WISH TO BE KNOWN IN THE MATTER
any further than all the information I can give you and that to be
kept from the county in which I live.
