OUTSIDE READING OPTIONS

Second Project
Directions: Select one of the following options for your second outside reading novel.  Below each selection, write down the oral instructions I give you so you have clear guidelines on how to execute the project.

1. POETRY.  Select two passages from the novel.  These passages might illustrate one of the novel’s characters, a setting, a theme, or they might best exemplify the author’s writing style.  For each passage, compose a poem.  After each poem, write an explication detailing how the poems address issues in the novel and how they specifically relate to the passages you selected. 
2. DETECTIVE WORK.  If a detective or police officer were to show up in your novel, who or what would be investigated?  Create a case file that details what the detective is looking for, how he or she knew something was awry or needed investigating, and what was recommended.  You may write in the third or first person.  Keep in mind, if your novel is a mystery or detective novel, you shouldn’t simply summarize the detective work the protagonist undertakes.  Be inventive and remember that not all questions are answerable.
3. NAME ANALYSIS.  Select three of the characters from the novel.  Look up each of their names in a name book to see what the name means.  Write at least two paragraphs on each of the characters explaining in what ways the name is suitable and in what ways the name does not fit the character.  Reference specific details from your novel.

4. Select an option you did not choose from the last list of choices.
