Reading Responses - Individual Assignment (60 class work points):

For this assignment, you will refer to the “Reading Response Guidelines” provided. You will create a Reading Response (RR) for each chapter in the book – make this a productive part of your homework routine! Reading Responses will guide our class discussions, as well as keep you accountable for your reading assignments. At the conclusion of the novel, you will submit all 12 RRs for grading…keep them organized!

Dialectical Journal - Individual Project (50 class work points):

As you read, you will be keeping a dialectical journal focusing on theme and symbolism. Many readers agree that William Golding sees evil as an inborn trait of humankind, and humans are instinctually savage. It will be passages in the novel that hint at this theme that you will want to record in your dialectical journal. You will also be paying close attention to symbols in the story, and what they are meant to portray. 

In the left column of the dialectical journal, you will record the page number and indicate whether the passage refers to theme or symbolism. In the center column you will write the quote from the text. In the right column you will respond to and analyze the passage. I have provided a template to get you started; you will want to continue your journal on your own paper. 

Although there is not a set amount of required entries, you should be logging multiple times per chapter. Obviously, some chapters will have more pertinent information than others. Keep this in mind though: The more thorough your dialectical journal, the easier it will be for you to complete essays/projects at the completion of your reading.
