Objective:  Students will be able to understand and describe the five themes of world history through collaboration and research of a specific country who is participating in the London summer Olympics.

Step 1: Choose a collaborative group of no more than 4 students.

Step 2: Once you know which continent you have, choose one country in that continent that has qualified at least one athlete in the 2012 London Summer Olympic Games.

Be sure to include how your group’s country perceives your group’s athlete. Include what will happen to your group’s athlete back home or around the works if the athlete wins an Olympic medal. Include what will happen to you country’s athlete back home or around the world if the athlete fails to win an Olympic medal.
