· agreed to divide Germany into zones of occupation controlled by the Allied military forces

· __________ would have to pay Soviets (compensation for loss of life and property)

· Stalin agreed to join war against Japan (February 1945 war with Japan not over yet)

Roosevelt, an original partner at the ________ Conference, dies on April 12, 1945.  His successor is Harry S. Truman.

Stalin, along his western border, regarded these countries as a necessary buffer or a wall of protection.

Ignoring the Yalta agreement, Stalin installs ____________ governments and not free elections in places such as Poland, Albania, Bulgaria, Hungary…

Since Stalin violates Yalta agreement, Truman, Stalin, and Churchill meet at Potsdam, _________ in July 1945.

At Potsdam ____________ pressured Stalin to permit free elections.

Stalin refuses and declares communism and capitalism unable to exist together.

What is the Iron Curtain?

Europe is divided into east and west
Germany split into 2 sections and Soviet controlled eastern part, including half of the capital of Berlin, under a communist government, East Germany named German Democratic Republic

The western zones, the Federal Republic of Germany 

So, Churchill’s phrase of “________________” represented Europe’s division into mostly democratic Western Europe and Communist Eastern Europe

· Truman adopts a policy of containment in 1946 and 1947

· policy directed it blocking Soviet influence and stopping the expansion of ______________
· policy included forming alliances and protecting weak countries so they wouldn’t fall to communism

Truman Doctrine

· Truman’s support for countries that rejected communism
· Truman took a hard line on Stalin because he didn’t want to make the same “appeasement” policy mistake that France and Britain followed in WWII

· He was asking for aid for ____________ and Greece
Marshall Plan
The assistance program proposed by U.S. Secretary of State George Marshall to have the U.S. give aid to needy European countries

(Keep in mind after WWII, much of Europe lay in ruins, economic turmoil.)
 - Was a success in giving aid to places such as ________________
The Berlin Airlift

· The U.S. and Allies continued to clash with Soviets over Berlin

· Soviets wanted to keep their enemy (Germany) weak

· The U.S., France, and Britain began to withdraw in 1948 and allowing their occupation zones to form one nation

· Soviets response? Held West Berlin hostage

Berlin

· Well within Soviet occupied territory, however, __________ too had been divided into four zones

· The Soviet Union cut off supply routes (highway, water…) 

· City faced starvation

· Stalin’s hope! Allies give up or surrender the idea of reunifying Germany

· But the U.S. and British decided to fly food and supplies into ________________ for nearly 11 months

· May 1949, Soviets admitted defeat and lifted blockade

Cold War

· These conflicts marked beginning of Cold War

· Struggle over political differences carried on by means short of military action or war

· Beginning 1949, spying, propaganda,…was used in dealing with each other

· Most of the world sided with either the Soviets or the U.S.

· This tension lasts until about 1991

· Because of increased fears, partly because of Berlin Blockade, in 1949 ten Western European nations joined with the U.S. and Canada to form a defensive military alliance called ________ ( North Atlantic Treaty Organization)

· So, an attack on one NATO member would be met with force by all members

· The Soviets saw NATO as a threat and so created the Warsaw Pact (included Soviet Union, East Germany, Czechoslovakia, Poland, Hungary, Romania, Bulgaria, and Albania)

1961-East Germans built a wall to separate east and west Berlin

Berlin wall symbolized a world divided into two rival groups

Not all countries, such as India, joined in alliances (and China, though communist, remained unaligned)

Both sides had nuclear arms (the U.S. displayed usage on Japan and Soviets exploded its own atomic weapon in 1949)

President ____________ wanted to develop an even deadlier weapon before Soviets—authorized work on thermonuclear weapon in 1950

The H-bomb (Hydrogen bomb) would be 1000 times more powerful than the A-bomb—U.S. tested first H-bomb in 1952 and Soviets in 1953

Dwight D. Eisenhower becomes President

 _______________- willingness to go to the brink or edge of war

Cold War affected science and education too

August 1957- Soviets announced the development of a rocket that could travel great distances (ICBM- Intercontinental Ballistic Missile)

Sputnik- first unmanned satellite, above the earth’s atmosphere 

U.S. fell be hind so 1958- launched own satellite

Effects of WWII

Japan’s armies occupied and devastated most of Chinas cities

China’s civilian death toll estimated 10-22 million

Suffered casualties second to the ______________
Two opposing political opponents united when the Japanese invaded China in 1937 but continued to try and obtain power within China


After Japan surrendered, the _____________ and Communists continued fighting

Civil war lasted between 1946 and 1949

Nationalist had advantage:

Outnumbered communists


Continued receiving U.S. aid ($2 billion)

However, Chinas economy collapsing, thousands of Nationalist soldiers deserted the communists

Spring 1949, China’s major cities feel to Red Forces

-_________  troops enthusiastic because he promised to return of land to peasants

-Jiang’s army fled south

-Oct. 1949, Mao gained control of country calling it the People’s Republic of China

-Jiang and Nationalists retreated to Taiwan

-Mao’s victory fueled U.S. anti-communist feelings which were exacerbated after the ____________ and Soviets signed a treaty of friendship in 1950

China Splits

-island of Taiwan- Nationalist China

    -U.S. helped set up a Nationalist government

-___________ - People’s Republic of China

    -Soviets gave financial, military, and technical aid to Communist China

-China and Soviets pledged to help each other if attacked

-U.S. tried to halt spread of Communism

   
For example, when Soviets occupied northern half of _________ after WWI and set up a Communist government


The U.S. supported state in the south

-China expands under the Communists

-In Mao’s reign, Chinese troops expanded into Tibet, India, and Southern Mongolia.  Northern Mongolia remained part of Soviet control

1950-1951 China took control of Tibet
-Tibetans were promised ____________

-Tibetans followed their religious leader the Dalai Lama
-When China tightened control in 1950s, Dalai Lama fled to India

-resentment between India and China grew

-In 1962, India and China clashed briefly over the countries unclear border

Communists Transform ___________

-550 million people the communist party, 4.5 million made up 1% of the population

-Chinese set up two parallel organizations: the communist party and the national government. Mao headed both

Mao’s brand of Marxist Socialism

-______ of the people lived in rural areas but did not won land

-10% of rural population owned 70% of farmland

Agrarian Reform Law of 1950:

Mao seized holdings of these landlords

Forces killed more than a million landlords who resisted 

Divided up land among peasants

Government forces eventually have peasants join ___________ farms

Each farm equaled about 200-300 households

Private businesses were ____________ (brought under government ownership)

1953- Launched a five year plan (set high goals for industry) result? By 1957 China’s output of coal, cement steel and electricity was up.

“The Great Leap Forward”

-plan called for larger collective farms or communes created

-average commune about 15000 acres with 23000 people 

-peasants worked the land together

-ate in communal dining rooms

-slept in communal dormitories

-raised children in communal nurseries

-owned _____________

-peasants lacked incentive to work since state only profited

Great Leap Forward was a giant leap backwards!

The program ended in 1961 after crop failures killed about ______ million people.

After Great Leap Forward and the split with the Soviet Union (each wanted lead worldwide communist movement, numerous territorial disputes since they shared the longest border in the world).

-In 1966, Mao urges young people to learn revolution by making revolution:

-Millions of  ______________ and college students responded 

-They left classrooms and formed militia units called Red Guards

The Cultural Revolution

Red Guards led

Goal: establish a society of peasants and workers which were equal

Good: the peasants who worker wit his hands

Bad: ___________ and artistic activity

So, Red Guards shut down colleges and schools 

Intellectuals had to “purity” themselves by doing hard labor in remote villages

1000s were executed or imprisoned

Result: chaos threatened farm production and closed factories

By 2968m Mao admitted Cultural Revolution had to stop 

The army was ordered to put down Red Guards

Zhou Enlai, restored order

While China struggled to maintain order, the ______________ raged. Two full-scale  wars fought in Korea and in Vietnam

Cold War Divides the World

Chapter 17, Section 4
After WWII the world grouped into three worlds:

1st World: industrialized capitalist nations (U.S. and allies)

2nd World: communist nations (Soviet Union)

3rd World: developing nations (usually newly independent and not aligned with either superpower)

3rd World nations located in Latin America, Asia, and Africa

-______________ poor and unstable

-ethnic conflicts

-lacked technology and education

These countries needed an economic system to build their society. 

Their choices: U.S. –style free market democracy or Soviet-style communism.

Cold War Strategies:

-support revolutions, liberation-intelligence agencies __________(U.S.) and __________(Soviets) engaged in covert (secret) activities (spying, assassination attempts)

Some nations vowed to remain neutral or as non-aligned nations such as India and Indonesia

Fidel Castro and the Cuban Revolution
-1950s, Cuba ruled by on unpopular, U.S. supported Dictator Fulgencio Batista

-Cuban resentment led to a revolution to overthrow Batista in Jan. 1959

-A young lawyer, Fidel Castro, led the revolution

Castro:

Harsh dictator

Suspended elections

Jailed or executed his opponents

Tightly controlled the press

Nationalized the ___________ economy taking over U.S. owned sugar mills and refineries

Eisenhower (U.S.) ordered an embargo on all trade with Cuba

Castro turns to the Soviets for economic and military aid

1960-CIA began to train anti-Castro Cuban exiles. Who, on April 1961- invade Cuba landing at the Bay of Pigs

_______________ forces easily defeated the invaders- humiliated U.S. 

Cuban Missile Crisis

Soviet Leader- Nikita Khrushchev, in July 1962, secretly began to build 42 missile sites in Cuba

In October, American spy plane discovers site

President ______________________ declares site too close to U.S., demands removal and also announced a naval blockade of Cuba to prevent Soviets from installing more missiles

People around the world feared nuclear war as the U.S. and Soviets faced off.

Eventually Khrushchev agreed to remove the missiles in return for a U.S. promise to not invade Cuba

Confrontations in the Middle East

-oil rich Middle East attracted both superpowers

-oil industry wealth fueled a growing clash between traditional Islamic values and modern western materialism

-dramatic cultural conflicts were especially Iran (which was known as Persia before 1935)

After WWII, Iran’s leader, Shah Mohammed ________________

· Embraced western governments and wealthy western oil companies

· Iranian nationalists resented foreign alliances and united under Prime Minister Muhammed Mossadeg

· Forced shah to flee in _________

· U.S. feared Iran would turn to the Soviets for support so they helped Shah to power

The United States supports Secular Rule

-shah westernized his country

-end of 1950’s, Iran’s capital, Tehran, had skyscrapers, foreign banks, modern factories…

-millions still lived in poverty though

-__________  tried to weaken the political influence of Iran’s conservative Muslim leaders and known as ayatollahs (opposed western influence)

-leader of religious opposition, Ayatollah Khomeini, was living in exile

-he taped recorded messages, _____________ rioted every major city in late 1978

-Shah fled Iran in 1979

-Khomeini established an Islamic State

Khomeini

-Strictly Islam
-hated U.S. (U.S. supported Shah)

-1979 Islamic revolutionaries seized the U.S. embassy in __________

-more than 60 American hostages

-demanded U.S. force the Shah to face trial

-most hostages remained prisoners for ____________
-released in 1981

-encouraged Muslim radicals elsewhere to overthrow their secular governments

-this policy heightened tensions between Iran and its neighbor and territorial rival, Iraq
-military leader, Saddam Hussein, governed Iraq as a secular state

-war broke out between Iran and Iraq in 1980

-the U.S. secretly aid to both sides because it didn’t want the balance of power to change in the region

-Soviets long supported __________
-Ceasefire negotiated in 1988 by UN

The Superpowers Face off in Afghanistan 

Afghanistan maintained independence from both the Soviets and U.S.

-However 1950s, Soviets influence rose

-late 1970s, a ___________ revolt threatened to topple Afghanistan’s Communist regime

-this revolt led to a Soviet invasion in 1979

-Soviets expected quick victory over Afghan Communist

-U.S. supplied the Afghan rebels with weapons 

-Rebels caused mujahideen, or holy warriors (Islamic religious students, or ____________ were among these rebels who fought the Soviet occupation of Afghanistan)

-U.S. had armed rebels because they considered the Soviet invasion a threat to Middle Eastern oil

-1980s, a Soviet president, Mikhail Gorbachev withdrew troops by 1989

-by then internal and economic problems were tearing apart the Soviet Union

1950  Korea
At the end of WWII, ____________ had been divided into a Communist North and a non-Communist South
In 1950 North Korea invaded the South and quickly overran all but the very southern-most tip of the peninsula

The U.S. took the matter to the United Nations Security Council, which agreed to send a UN force to support the South Korea

UN forces landed in the south and also behind the North Korean lines at Inchon

The North Koreans were forced back and retreated almost to the ___________border

However, the Chinese army invaded to support them and the UN forces were forced to retreat.  A cease-fire was finally agreed in 1953.  The border between the North and the South was then fixed at exactly the same points as it had been when the war began.

1953  Coexistence
In March 1953 Stalin died; after a period of rivalry he was replaced by Nikita________________, who immediately brought about change in East-West relations, by introducing the policy of Coexistence.

Khrushchev believed that there was nothing to be gained by trying to destroy the West; the Soviet Union had to accept that it existed and had to try to ___________ with it and prove that the Soviet system was better than any other.

One form of this competition was the “Space Race,” which the Soviet Union eventually won with the first satellite in 1957, and the first man in space in 1961.

Soviet athletes also began to dominate the _________________ from 1956.

Khrushchev was a lively character who enjoyed travel and meeting people.

He set out to hit the headlines and produce a popular image for Communism.

1955  Summits
From 1955 the leaders of U.S., the USSR, Britain and France began to meet regularly.

These meetings were called Summits.

Very little ever came of these meetings in terms of actual agreements, but they were a sign that relations between East and West were improving. In fact, the _____________ Prime Minister, Nikita Khrushchev, used the meetings as a means of winning popular support throughout the world.

When he visited Britain I 1957 he broke with protocol and shook hands with workers at a factory.

1959  Cuba
Until 1959 Cuba was governed by pro American dictator,______________ ; but in 1959 he was overthrown by a group of rebels led by Fidel Castro.

The U.S. cut off all aid to Cuba, and Castro in turn nationalized all U.S. assets and property in Cuba.

Soviet leader Khrushchev took advantage of the situation by agreeing to buy one million tons of Cuban sugar every year at inflated prices.

This brought Cuba Soviet influence and Castro set up a Communist regime.

Many U.S. citizens were horrified.  Communism now existed only 70 miles off the coast of Florida.  Eisenhower, the U.S. president, authorized an attempt to overthrow Castro by landing a force of Cuban exiles at the________________.

The landing actually took place in April 1961, after Eisenhower had left office and was a disaster.

The 1,500 Cubans were all killed or captured.

1961  Berlin Wall
An attempt to stop the drain of people from East to West.

1962  Cuban Missile Crisis
· On October 17, 1962___________________, the U.S. president, was shown photographs of Soviet missile bases in Cuba.

· This meant that Soviet missiles could be launched at most US cities ad there would be no defense against these attacks.

· After a week of discussions, Kennedy decided to blockade _________and stop any more Soviet ships going there.  For a week US forces were on full alert and many people around the world expected the nuclear war would break out.

· In fact, Nikita Khrushchev, the Soviet prime minister, realized that he had made a mistake and sent two messages to Kennedy- one threatening, the other conciliatory. 

· _______________ replied to the conciliatory message and the crisis was settled peacefully.  The Soviet bases in Cuba were destroyed and the US agreed not to interfere in Cuban affairs.

The Cold War Thaws

Chapter 17, Section 5 and Chapter 19, Section 3
1972 SALT

· In 1969 the superpowers began Strategic Arms Limitation Talks. These were aimed at limiting the numbers of the very biggest nuclear weapons.

· The first treaty, known as____________, was signed in 1972. 

·  Its most important clause was a five-year moratorium on the building of strategic weapons.  This agreement did not lessen the building of strategic weapons.  

· This agreement did not lessen the risk of_________________, the superpowers had more than enough weapons already, and it did not affect intermediate or tactical weapons, but it was the first agreement of its kind.

SALT 2 was agreed in 1979.

· This was much more important treaty as it limited the number of strategic weapons that the two superpowers could build. 

· Each would have no more than 2,500.

· However, the treaty was never ratified by the US____________, because the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan in December 1979.

1980 The Evil Empire

· In 1981 Ronald ____________became president of the USA.

· He was a fierce opponent of Communism and relations between the superpowers deteriorated once again.

· In 1980 the USA had boycotted the Olympic Games in ___________and in 1984 the USSR boycotted the Games in Los Angeles.

· Disarmament talks made no progress for years.

· The situation was made worse by internal politics in the Soviet Union.

· Leonid Brezhnev, who had been president since 1864, was very ill, and corruption was widespread.

· When Brezhnev died in 1982, _________Andropov replaced him, but he also soon fell ill and died in 1984.

· His successor, Konstantin Chernenko died in 1985.

· For five years there had been little prospect of real change, either intellectually or externally.

1985 Gorbachev

In 1985, Mikhail Gorbachev became the president of the Soviet Union and announced this policies of ___________and Glasnost.

Perestroika involved the restructuring of the Soviet economy and Glasnost means openness.

This applied both internally and externally.

Gorbachev was aware that the _______________ was bankrupt and that he had to find ways of saving money as quickly as possible so immediately restarted the disarmament talks with the USA and became very well known and very popular in the West.

He was able to develop a close friendship with the Western leaders, which enabled a number of treaties to be signed in the years from 1986 to 1991.

In 1989 Gorbachev and President Bush of the _________were able to announce that the Cold War was over.

1989 The Wall Comes Down

Since 1945, the Soviet Union had kept military forces in the countries of Eastern Europe.

Those countries had been cut off from the West by the Iron Curtain that Stalin had built in 1945-1946.  The most famous example of the ______________was the Berlin Wall, which had been built on Khrushchev’s orders in 1961.

These actions had been very expensive.

In 1989, Mikhail Gorbachev, the Soviet president, began to withdraw forces from _________________ in an effort to save money.

The West German government paid the expenses of the forces which left East Germany.

As Soviet troops withdrew, country after country left the Warsaw Pact and threw off Communism.

Finally, in November 1989, crowds in Berlin began to dismantle the Berlin Wall,

By the end of the year, pieces were being sold as souvenirs.

Downfall of the Soviet Union

Boris Yeltsin, a member of parliament and former mayor of____________, criticized Gorbachev for his lack of economic progress and invasion of Lithuania (Lithuania had declared its independence and Gorbachev, fearing this independence would spread had troops attack unarmed civilians in Lithuania’s capital killing 14 and wounding hundreds).

On August 18, 1991, hardliners demanded _______________resignation.

The August coup attempt hurt Gorbachev politically making it look like he lacked control.  Yeltsin, on the other hand, emerged as a triumphant figure.  To many Soviets, Gorbachev represented the past, and ______________symbolized the future.

Yeltsin

Met with leaders of other republics to form the CIS or Commonwealth of Independent States which was a loose federation of former __________ territories.

Only Georgia declined to join.

The formation of the CIS meant death to the Soviet Union.

1991, ______________announces resignation as president of the Soviet Union.

Russia Under Yeltsin

Yeltsin, president of the large ____________Federation

One of Yeltsin’s goals to reform the Russian economy was to create a plan called shock therapy (an abrupt shift to free market economics)

Lowered trade barriers, removed price controls, and ended subsidies to state-owned industries.

Yeltsin’s plan more of a shock than therapy: prices soared with inflation averaging ____________

Chechnya Rebels

Yeltsin’s troubles included a war with Chechnya

Largely __________area in southwestern Russia

1991, Chechnya declared its independence

However, Yeltsin denied the area the right to secede.

1994, ordered Russian troops to breakaway__________—Grozny (Chechnyan capital reduced to rubble)

Yeltsin, with upcoming elections sought to end war.

In 1999, fighting raged, Yeltsin resigns and names Vladimir _________as acting president.

Putin

Won Presidential election in 2000

2002, Russia said that the war with Chechnya was nearing an end.

However, October 2002, ______________ rebels seized a theater in Moscow and more than 150 people died in the rescue attempt by Russian forces.
