Texas Independence: 
1. Who was the war between?  

Texas and Mexico
2. What were some grievances Texas had against Mexico?

Mexico took away their constitution, slavery, required them to learn Spanish, become catholic.  Accused Mexico of taking away their natural rights, no education system, no right to bear arms, claimed Santa Anna was a corrupt and oppressive dictator, Mexico started making them pay taxes
3. Who was the Mexican leader?

General Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna
4. What happened at the Alamo?

The 189 Texans held the fort for 13 days, Santa Anna ordered the Mexicans to attack and all but 5 Texans were killed.  Texans were outraged at the slaughter
5. Who did Mexico recruit to move to Texas?

Americans
6. What did Americans agree to do if they moved to Texas?

Become Mexican citizens, become Catholic, learn Spanish
7. What happened at the Battle of San Jacinto?

Sam Houston led the Texans to victory, Santa Anna surrenders and Texas is independent
Mexican-American War:
1. Who was the Mexican Leader?

General Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna came back as president in the middle of the war
2. Who was the American President?

James K. Polk

3. Who was the American general?

Zachary Taylor, then he was replaced by General Winfield Scott

4. Name the reasons/events that led to the war between Mexico and America.

Texas becoming a state in 1845 angered Mexico, Boundary dispute between America and Mexico (Rio Grande river or the Nueces river?), Mexico allegedly attacked and killed American troops near the Rio Grande river which was considered American soil.
5. What was important about the Battle of Mexico City?

Mexico surrenders, last battle of the war
6. What was the Gasden Purchase?

29,000 Sq mile strip of land purchased from Mexico by Gasden for $20 million in South. Arizona and New Mexico
7. What were the terms of the treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo?

America pays $15 Million to Mexico and Mexico cedes California and New Mexico to America, Texas is acknowledged as part of America, Rio Grande is the border between America and Mexico

Oregon Trail:

1. How long was the Oregon trail?

Approximately 2,000 miles
2. Where did the trail begin and where did it end?

Independence, Missouri- Oregon City, Oregon
3. Why did the U.S. and Britain dispute over the Oregon Territory?

Both of them had interest in the territory for land and business.  Many Americans felt the border was as far north as 54 40 parallel
4. What agreement did Britain and the U.S. reach regarding the Oregon Territory

Compromise was reached because neither country wanted to go to war.  The border would be the 49th parallel.  This line remains the boundary between U.S. and Canada today.  
5. What were some challenges along the trail?
Wild animals, diseases such as cholera, wagon breakdown, drowning, women giving birth, accidents injuring the travelers, thunderstorms, severe weather, walking barefoot
