Materials:

· Book: The Practice of Statistics (by Yates, Moore, McCabe)

· Access to website for formula sheets, notes, and worked out solutions to homework problems.

· The students all need a binder with paper, pencil, etc. The binder needs to be a spiral one. You may keep it in class or take it home. Do NOT bring book to class. Class is activity based. If I refer to book I will put it on camera.
· A TI-84 Plus calculator is recommended by not required. Instructor has 25 for class use.
Overview of Course:

· Chapters 1-8 are covered by Christmas.
· Chapter 9 by the end of January.
· Chapter 10-14 by mid-April.
· There is a 1-3 week review period for the AP Test, which is in early May.
· After the AP Test—students will engage in a project that encompasses all that they have learned.
Grades:

The grading scale is in alignment with College Board’s recommendation for this class. Because the tests are at a high level of thinking, the grade scale is far more spread out than other classes.
Homework/Tests/Tardies:

· Homework for a chapter is collected the day of the test. (every two weeks or so)
· Class notes are collected at the end of the first three quarters.
· Tests/quizzes are about 80 to 85% of the students’ grade.
· Projects are about 10-15%
· Homework is less than 10%
· All tardy, absence, and disciplinary matters related to the class are followed just like the staff manual instructs.
