Chemical Element Project

My chemical element for this project is _______________________.  The following will be due by ______________:

1. A one to two page paper about the chemical element.  This paper will be typed with size 12 Times New Roman font and have margins of 1 inch on all sides.  The paper will be double spaced.  There will be no titles or headers in the paper; all miscellaneous information will be typed on a title page.  A bibliography page will be included at the end of the report using MLA or APA citations.  There is a minimum of 2 book resources and 2 web resources.  Staple a copy of your poem (see #2) on the back of your paper.


2. An original poem about the element will be pasted on a model pertaining to the element.  This poem must be at least 14 lines long.  Poems do not have to rhyme and can be arranged as stanzas.  Other forms of poems can also be used (ex: haiku) as long as the poem is 14 lines long.  


3. A presentation 3 to 5 minutes long that includes the reading of the poem (which you do NOT have to memorize) and other information on the element.  

The poem and paper should at least include the following:

· Who discovered it?

· When was it discovered?

· Where is it found?

· How is it used?

· How is it obtained? 

· What countries produce it?

· What unusual or special properties does it have?

Example poem for Cadmium

Cadmium is an element

that can be used as a TV filament

It was discovered by Stromyer in 1817, 

and since it is a zinc derivative it is usually bluish-white or green.

It is a byproduct in the treatment of zinc, copper, and lead ores,

and it has not been known to cause any wars.

It is used in electroplating, EMF cells, batteries, and protecting us from atomic blows,

just to ensure no one had an iridescent nuclear glow.

It forms many salts, mainly sulfate,

but you should hope it does not end up on your dinner plate.

Cadmium vapor is of the utmost danger,

so no more than 8 hr/day of exposure should you engage in.

It is a soft alloy that can be cut with a knife, 

and can only be found east of Blithe.

____ Large enough so people in the back can see it

____ Your name is written on it and your poem attached to it

____ Pertains to your element

3. Presentation

____ Is between 3-5 minutes long

____ Includes the reading of your poem (you can read from a   
            notecard.)
____ Includes the explanation of your model

____ Speaking to the audience, NOT reading from your note-card
____ Loud enough for everyone to hear it

____ Presented in a professional manner
