Classroom Procedures

· Be in your seat with agenda and a pen/pencil out and ready.  You can be marked tardy.

World History Essential Learnings
1.) Modern democratic ideals influenced by Judaism, Christianity, Enlightenment Thinkers, democratic revolutions, and societies of Greece and Rome.
2.) The Industrial Revolution that began in England had political, social, and economic effects around the world, including imperialism.
3.) The secret alliances between European powers in combination with widespread militarism, nationalism and imperialism led to the outbreak of World War I. 
4.) After World War I, many lost confidence in democratic governments and as a solution to their varied problems, some established totalitarian regimes that led to a Second World War.
5.) After several decades of proxy wars and tense negotiations between the U.S. and the Soviet Union, the Cold War ended with the collapse of the Soviet Union.
