One con statement will appear at the beginning of the first sentence of the main body paragraphs, but be sure to use appropriate transitions to organize your paper smoothly (compound sentence).

1. N2SSWTSW per paragraph






2. Don’t begin with a, an, or the






3. Eliminate “dead words” – get, nice, good, bad, thing, stuff, and a lot





4. Final draft must be formatted according to the YLHS style guide

Please use at least three LABELED sentence types per paragraph. See examples in the paragraphs above.

3. Compound adjective opener





4. Compound sentence






5. Any other opener included in Part E of a vocabulary worksheet
