AP Exam Review
To review for the multiple-choice and essay sections of the AP Literature and Composition Exam complete the assignments listed below by the date indicated.  You will receive credit for all assignments.
Literary Terms- Use the DiYanni book and the Cliff’s prep book to review terms (use handout for terms). Make up a study aide (flashcards lists, whatever works for you).  Remember the terms lists/cards you made up for DiYanni poetry work and use them.

Rhythm and Meter:  Read in Casson book “Metrical terms,” p. 91-92, and DiYanni “Rhythm and Meter,” p. 824-830; take notes. 

Grammatical Terms- Read "Grammatical Terms" in Casson book, page 92; take notes.

Terms, Rhythm and Meter review due: page 1 due  Monday, 4/15;

 page 2 due Monday, 4/22; 

pages 3 & 4 due Monday, 4/29
Poetry Essay Preparation- Read pages 61-69 and 76-80 in the Casson book for tips on the poetry essay.  

Review the poetry essay packet (given out in class).  Like your work with the prose passage essay prompts,

go through each of the questions and highlight/underline the "demands of the prompt."  Note

commonalities and differences in prompts based on one poem and those that are comparisons. Complete

the poetry essays assigned to whole class (in-class) and at least one additional poetry essay from the 

packet.

Read "Definitions of Terms Used in AP Literature Exams" in Casson book, pages 83-88; take notes.

Written work due:  Friday, April 19
Prose Passage Essay Preparation- Read pages 49-60 in the Casson book for hints regarding the prose passage essay.  Review the prose essay packet prompts (given out in class).  Go through each question and highlight/underline the "demands of the prompt."  Note commonalities.  Complete the prose passage essays assigned to the whole class (in-class) and at least one additional prose essay from the packet.
Written work due:  At the end of the period on Friday, April 26
Multiple Choice Preparation- Read "Multiple Choice Questions" in Casson book, pages 23-47.  Pay special attention to Casson's advice on "Answering Multiple-Choice Poetry Questions," pages 26-28.  Try the sample questions and review answers and explanations, pages 28-36.

Do the same type of work for the multiple-choice prose questions.  Read "Analyzing Prose, pages 36-37; especially note "Types of Questions," pages 37-38, and, again, complete the practice questions, check your answers and read explanations, pages 38-47.  

There are six full-length practice exams in the review book.  Complete section 1, multiple-choice for at least three of the practice exams.  Check answers and read explanations.  

Written work due:  Tuesday, April 30
Open Question Essay Preparation- Select 4-5 novel or plays of "literary merit" to review and prepare for possible use on the Open Question Essay.  You may first want to make a list of all works read in the course (as a class and on your own), and any works read in the past (as a class or on your own) that still resonate in your mind.  In you notes, include:  title and author; names and identifying traits (descriptive adjectives) of main characters; a brief plot review; primary conflict(s); and, the meaning of the work as a whole.  You may organize this information in a format that works for you.  

In the Casson AP Prep book, read pages 69-76 for Open Question tips.  Otherwise, review the blue handout you received in the beginning of the year with previous Open Questions listed.  In addition, each of the six practice exams lists Open Questions and possible works.   You should also review your own timed essays completed in class.  Look specifically at your own strengths and weaknesses, and make a list of what you personally need to focus on to improve your score on the three essays.
