Take a Poet to School (a.k.a Undress a Poet)
For this assignment you will do several things:
1. Choose a poet from Diyanni pp. 1139-1157 and get to know a bit about him or her.  
2. The Diyanni biography will give you a start, but you need to learn more about your poet, so…
[bookmark: _GoBack]Research!  Find at least 5 additional interesting facts about your poet.  Use reliable, credible, citable sources.  You will type a one-page paper detailing these 5 facts, and include a Works Cited page.  You may paraphrase and/or incorporate direct (integrated) quotations – either way, be sure you use parenthetical citations.
3. Find and print two of your poet’s poems: You will read, mark up, and analyze using TPCASTT on one poem and DIDLS on the other. 
4. Finally, you will “undress” your poet as demonstrated in Billy Collins’ poem “Taking off Emily Dickinson’s Clothes” (or dress them, or take them for a walk, or go shopping or out for coffee or whatever metaphor works for you).  This means that you will write a poem wherein you employ the style of your poet along with the biographical information you learned.  
5. We will have a “Take a Poet to School” day where you will introduce your poet and share your poem with your peers.
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
