English 3-4 CP/A: Annotating

· Definition: To make critical or explanatory notes or comments

· Annotating is typically done in the margins of the text itself, not on a separate sheet of paper. Such will be the requirement in this class whenever annotating is assigned. The lack of space should force you to be very concise in your note-taking. 
· There are different types of annotating. For expository texts (non-fiction—essays, magazine or newspaper articles, history textbooks, etc.) there is a type called “descriptive outlining.”
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For tonight’s reading, do a descriptive outlining:
1. Underline or highlight main ideas.

2. Very briefly summarize main ideas in margins.

3. Circle any unknown words.
4. Write your best guess definition based on the context, etymology, etc. or look them up if you have no idea what they mean, and write the definitions in the margins.
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
