	Truman Doctrine 

	Truman’s support for countries that rejected communism.
	

	Marshall Plan 
 
	U.S. assistance program that provided food, machinery, and materials to rebuild Western Europe.

	

	Cold War 

	The struggle over political differences between the U.S. and the Soviet Union but did not result in military actions or war.
	

	NATO 

	North Atlantic Treaty Organization. If one country in NATO was attacked, the other NATO members would take military action against the attackers.
	

	Warsaw Pact 

	Soviet Unions response to NATO’s creation which created a similar alliance with the Soviet Union, East Germany, Czechoslovakia, Poland, Hungary, Romania, Bulgaria, and Albania.

	

	Brinkmanship 

	The U.S. and Soviet Unions will to go to the brink of war between each other.

	

	Mao Zedong 

	Leader of the Communist reformists that dominated northwestern China.

	

	Jiang Jieshi 

	Leader of the Nationalist forces that dominated southwest China.
	

	Communes 

	Large collective farms used to meat the first Communist 5-year plan.
	

	Red Guards 

	Teenagers who supported a Communist revolution and assaulted Mao Zedong’s alleged enemies.

	

	Cultural Revolution 

	major uprising led by the Red Guards and created a society of peasants and workers in which all were equal.
	

	Third World 

	Countries that consisted of developing nations, often newly independent, who were not aligned with either superpower

	

	Nonaligned Nations 

	Countries not allied with NATO or the Warsaw Pact.

	

	Fidel Castro 

	Cuban lawyer who led a communist revolution in Cuba.


	

	Anastasio Somoza 

	U.S. supported dictator in Nicaragua who was overthrown.
	

	Daniel Ortega 

	Soviet Union supported communist revolutionary leader.
	

	Ayatollah Ruholla Khomeini 

	Religious opposition leader in Iran. A revolution was led in his name and he returned to Iran from exile to establish control.
	

	Nikita Khrushchev 

	became the Soviet Union leader after Stalin’s death. Strongly opposed democracy and the U.S.

	

	Leonid Brezhnev 

	replaced Khrushchev after his loss in Cuba. Quickly adopted repressive domestic policies.

	

	John F. Kennedy 

	President during the Cuban Missile crisis.

	

	Lyndon Johnson 

	President after JFK’s assassination who escalated involvement in Vietnam.

	

	Détente 

	a policy of reducing Cold War tensions that was adopted by the United States during the presidency of Richard Nixon.

	

	Richard Nixon
	Became president of the United States after Lyndon Johnsons term was over, which he replaced the policy of brinkmanship with the policy of détente. He was the first U.S. president that visited Communistic nations such as China and later the Soviet Union.

	

	SALT(strategic arms limitation talks)-
	it was a five-year agreement between Nixon(U.S.) and Brezhnev(S.U.) that’s limited to 1972 levels the number of intercontinental ballistic and submarine-launched missiles each country could have.

	

	Ronald Reagan
	was a fierce ant-Communist U.S. president who took office in 1981, which he continued to move away from détente.  He also increased defense spending, and in 1983 Reagan also announced the Strategic Defense Initiative, which was a program to protect against enemy missiles.

	

	Politburo
	the ruling committee of the Communist Party in the Soviet Union, which whom crushed all political disagreement.

	

	Mikhail Gorbachev 

	he was supported for his youth, energy, and political skills, with this support he became the Politburo’s new general secretary. He was the youngest Soviet leader since Stalin; Gorbachev decided to pursue new ideas unlike the previous Soviet leaders.

	

	Glasnost
	it was a policy announced by Gorbachev in 1985, which meant openness. Gorbachev realized that economic and social reforms could not occur without free flow of ideas and information. This new policy brought remarkable changes.

	

	Perestroika
	economic restructuring. Local managers gained greater authority over farms and factories, and people were allowed to open private businesses.

	

	Boris Yeltsin
	member of Parliament and former mayor of Moscow. First directly elected president of Russian Federation


	

	CIS
	Commonwealth of Independent States. a loose federation of former Soviet territories.


	

	“Shock therapy”-
	an abrupt shift to free-market economics. Lowered trade barriers, removed price controls, and ended subsidies to state-owned industries.
