Purpose of the project

The purpose of this project is to foster a better understanding on the Hispanic culture through the concept of art. This exercise will provide students with an opportunity to reflect on their own culture as they intersect with other disciplines (i.e. Art), cultures, philosophical ideologies, customs, and points of view.

Project Objectives

Upon completion of this project, Spanish students will demonstrate knowledge through:

1. Global/Citizenship

· Explaining aspects of their own culture as they intersect with other cultures, philosophical ideologies, traditions, behaviors, and practices; through discussion panels, students will share perspectives regarding Spanish cultural traditions. 

· Critically reflect upon their experience from a personal viewpoint and discuss how their experience enhanced their academic growth.

2. Socio-cultural Awareness
· Awareness of culturally held and socially maintained ideologies; through this understanding students will gain insight into the influence of Hispanic culture within our society.

· Compare and contrast viewpoints of people from different social and cultural backgrounds; fostering connectedness between different cultures, traditions, and ethnicities.

3. Academics
· Interpret various forms of communication, such as nonverbal artistic expression related to the social aspects of Latin America between the 20th and 21st century.  

· Utilize written and verbal forms of communication to express and/or share emotions, ideas, concepts and opinions effectively.

Procedures

1. Visit the Museum of Latin American Art.

2. Choose an artist or cultural event that impacted you the most.

3. Draw or sketch a copy of your artist’s masterpiece or take a couple of pictures of the cultural show you attended to.
4. Put in writing your thoughts, emotions, and first impressions about artist’s master piece or cultural show.
5. Collect information about the artist and its artistic production. This can be obtained through books, magazines, encyclopedias, the Internet, museum personal, brochures, etc. Note: All sources of information must be properly cited on Page 7 of your essay. 

6. For those students choosing a work of art or cultural event: Type a 7-page essay based on the following sections: Page 1(title page) must include student’s name, teacher’s name, course title and the date of completion; Page 2 (artist’s biography); Page 3, social and/or cultural characteristics of the artist moment that influenced him o her to create his/her master piece; Page 4, artistic and esthetic values of the piece of art (describe colors, forms, shapes, reactions, message, main idea, etc., also include draw or sketch in this section); Page 5, examples of other artistic material from chosen artist; Page 6, personal reflection about the Latin American artist and your visit to the museum; Page 7, bibliography; Cite all the sources you used to complete your sociocultural project. Note: Plagiarism is not tolerated! Just be careful with copying and pasting. Use your criteria and words for everything you are displaying. 

7. For those students choosing not to go to the Museum: Type a 5-page essay based on the following sections: Page 1(title page) must include student’s name, teacher’s name, course title and the date of completion; Page 2, Choose a Latin American artist and describe his social and/or cultural experiences that influence his perception to develop his art. (Investigate social and cultural background of the artist and its relationship to his art work); Page 3, Choose an example of his/her art work and present the artistic and esthetic values of this art; Page 4, personal reflection about artist and his work; Page 5, bibliography; Cite all the sources you used to complete your sociocultural project. Note: Plagiarism is not tolerated! Just be careful with copying and pasting. Use your criteria and words for everything you are displaying. 
8. Essay should be doubled space; it must be 12 font, Times New Roman Style. 

9. Proof of admission must be attached to essay. Proof of admission may be your admission receipt or a valid and current museum brochure.

10. The project due date is Dec. 19th, 2008.
