Objective: inform your class what you have learned during this process

Due Date: Thursday, May 29

Requirements:

· 2 minutes minimum, 5 minutes maximum

· Introduction, document share, conclusion

· Include eye contact, appropriate vocal volume and enunciation, confidence and effective gesturing

Basic Outline of Presentation:

I. Introduction:

· What was your overarching theme of the project?

· What documents and creative element did you create?

II. Body – Document Share

· Choose at least one document to share with the class (you can choose all three, but must do at least one)

· Provide us with your document (i.e. show the creative element or read from a portion of your written document)

· Include the class in a discussion about your document.  Prepare questions for us or show a video that you used to help you create it.

III. Conclusion:

· Wrap it up with a thank you and any information you want us to think about (
**PLEASE FEEL FREE TO BREAK AWAY FROM THIS OUTLINE.  YOU CAN PRESENT IN A DIFFERENT WAY, BUT MAKE SURE THE AUDIENCE UNDERSTANDS YOUR THEME AND IS GIVEN ACCESS TO ONE OF YOUR DOCUMENTS.
