Semester Project – Spanish II – 

Objective: Students will present key facts and information about the culture and history of Spain
Procedures

1. Students will divide themselves into groups of three or four.

2. Each student will receive a topic from the instructor (chosen by lottery). Students may exchange topics with another group as long as they notify the instructor.

3. Students will be given a presentation date (also by lottery). The group that presents first will receive an extra 25%

4. Students will prepare a power point project based on their topic. Each student will cover one of the subtopics within the main topic given to the group. Their must be six slides for each person in the group. Thus a group of four students would have to have twenty-four slides (Title slides and slides saying “the end” ,etc. do not count)

Additional requirements

1. There is only one PowerPoint presentation per group. I do not want separate presentations for each group member.

2. The presentation may be given to me one of three ways: 

a. Burned on a CD

b. Students pull presentation out of their email

c. Flash Drive

3.  Presentations done in Spanish will receive 25% extra. If I find you are using a translation program you will not receive the points. Spanish must be standard Spanish, no slang or “Spanglish”.
4. Presentations must include at least three sources. If the presentation does not have three sources I will not look at it and it will be marked late. No Wikipedia.
5. Late projects will be deducted 10 points a day. (this includes days you do not have class) 

6. Plagiarism will result in a 0 for all those involved. Presentations made up entirely of quotes will be construed as plagiarism. The 0 will only be given to the student responsible for the section plagiarized. If students do not notify the instructor as to who is doing what section, all students in the group will receive the 0.

Grading procedures

Projects will be graded in the following areas using a four point scale. A four would be “excellent”, a three would be “satisfactory”, a two would be “needs work”, and a one would be “poor”. Students will be graded individually for their portion of the presentation. If students do not notify the instructor as to what their subtopic is, a group score will be given. If one student in the group notifies the instructor and the others do not, the other students will receive the group score while the first student will receive and individual grade.
