Extra Credit for First Semester

Choose from one of the choices below.  You can only choose ONE extra credit assignment. 

Choice 1:  15 points


Research information about the SCOTTSBORO Trial which also took place in the 1930s.  The case of Tom Robinson has many similarities to this real historical case.


Write a summary of the historical case and include comparisons to the Tom Robinson case from the novel. Should be 1 ½ to 2 pages in length, typed, and double-spaced. (IN YOUR OWN WORDS: any plagiarism will be dealt with according to school policy)

Choice 2:  15 points


Write a 1 ½ to 2 page biography (IN YOUR OWN WORDS: any plagiarism will be dealt with according to school policy) of the author Harper Lee, noting some of the connections from her real life to the fictional lives of her characters in Mockingbird.  Include at least one picture. Typed and double-spaced. 

Choice 3:  15 points


Watch the school fall play, The Phantom Tollbooth*. Write a 1 ½ to 2 page review on the play, beginning with a BRIEF summary (100-150 words), then analyzing the play, and lastly, reviewing the play such as the portrayal of characters, the costumes, the set design, and any other aspects worth discussing. Typed and double-spaced.


Include your online ticket RECEIPT (you need to print it out yourself) with the drama stamp at the END of the play.  Staple your ticket receipt to your review.

*The Phantom Tollbooth will be presented on November 18-21 (Wed. ~ Sat.).
Play begins at 7:00 PM and usually runs about 2 hours.

Group tickets are available if there at least 10 students who want to attend the same night. 

Group tickets are $6 and regular student prices are $7.

If you choose to get tickets individually, don’t wait too long as they do sell out.
