Art Poem

Using the Romantic poems we have studied—in particular Keats’s “Ode on a Grecian Urn”—as a guide, as well as your Romanticism notes and TP-CASTT method, create your own Art Poem. Select a work of art that has personally inspired or moved you, create an illustration or other visual of this piece of art, and finally write a poem about it. Your representation of the artwork should be on one piece of paper (no notebook paper, please) with the title and artist’s name displayed, and your poem about the artwork should be on a separate sheet of paper. Display both on a larger piece of construction paper or, alternatively, you may create a diptych—with one side of a larger piece of paper your artwork and the other side your poem. Include your name, either on the front or back. 
Here are some general guidelines for writing the poem:

· Make sure your poem has a main idea or theme that corresponds with the meaning of the artwork

· Reflect some (at least three) of the following attributes of romanticism—interest in the common folk and/or childhood; strong senses, emotions and feelings; awe of nature; interest in mystery and the supernatural; celebration of the individual; and the importance of the imagination
· Include some of the following types (at least three) of figurative language or other poetic devices—simile, metaphor, symbolism, personification, imagery, alliteration, assonance, consonance, allusion, apostrophe, caesura and enjambment, , etc.

· Look at your word choice carefully. Choose words that have a certain connotation to convey the emotional coloring of the poem and the tone, attitude or worldview of the speaker. 

· Must be school appropriate.( 
The poem should be at least 14 lines long, typed, and reflect both the piece of artwork you were inspired by and the characteristics of Romanticism we have studied. It can be any style, free-form, blank verse, rhyming, etc.
You will be graded on your aesthetic presentation of the work of art in question; your use of Romantic attributes and figurative language/poetic devices; and overall presentation and creativity.
