4. ONE section must be vocabulary focused based on a topic or theme.


5. Create a title for each section


6. ONE picture minimum must be included


7. ONE graphic minimum must be included—e.g. chart, map, graph, timeline, etc.


8. Type all work.


9. Turn in a “References” sheet that gives information on your sources of info.
